This handbook has been prepared to guide you during the Lemann Dialogues 2014 at Stanford. It includes schedules, locations, transportation and other useful information.
Transportation:

The Lemann Dialogues 2014 will provide transportation, round trip, from the Sheraton Hotel to the event locations. Below is the event schedule. (Meeting point is hotel lobby area).

Please, be on time to avoid delays.
If you miss the Stanford Shuttle at the hotel: 

Walk about a block away from the Sheraton Palo Alto Hotel to the CALTRAIN Palo Alto Station. Take the MARGHERITE shuttle line Y-LIMITED-SERRA. 

The MARGHERITE is Stanford’s free public shuttle service. The MARGHERITE Y-LIMITED-SERRA stops in front of the SIEPR, Koret-Taube Conference Center, on the corner of Galvez Street and Serra Street. 

To return to the Sheraton Hotel: walk from SIEPR Koret-Taube Conference Center to the Oval at the Main Quad on campus (about 5 minutes). At the bus stop take the MARGHERITE shuttle line P-CALTRAIN which stops at the Palo Alto Station, a block away from the Sheraton Hotel. Free service all day. Public Transportation:

CALTRAIN: is the commuter rail train between San Francisco and Santa Clara. The Palo Alto station is very close to Stanford. http://www.caltrain.com/stations.html
STANFORD MARGHERITE SHUTTLE: MARGHERITE is Stanford’s free public shuttle service which travels around campus and connects to nearby transit, shopping, dining and entertainment. The MARGHERITE is free and open to the public. MARGHERITE’s schedule: http://transportation.stanford.edu/marguerite/schedules.php
To attend the conference at the SIEPR, Koret-Taube Conference Center:

From Palo Alto: at the CALTRAIN Palo Alto Station take the MARGHERITE shuttle line Y-LIMITED-SERRA. The MARGHERITE Y-LIMITED-SERRA stops in front of the SIEPR, Koret-Taube Conference Center, on the corner of Galvez Street and Serra Street. 
To Palo Alto: from the SIEPR Koret-Taube Conference Center walk to the Oval at the Main Quad on campus (about 5 minutes). At the bus stop you can take the MARGHERITE shuttle line P-CALTRAIN, which stops at the Palo Alto Station (a block away from the Sheraton Hotel). Free service.

To attend the conference at the SIEPR, Koret-Taube Conference Center:

From San Francisco: take the CALTRAIN to the Palo Alto Station. Check rates at http://www.caltrain.com/ . At the Palo Alto Station take the Stanford MARGHERITE line Y- LIMITED-SERRA. Free service. The MARGHERITE Y-LIMITED-SERRA stops in front of the Koret-Taube Conference Center at the corner of Galvez Street and Serra Street. 
To San Francisco: from the Koret-Taube Conference Center walk to the OVAL at the Main Quad on campus and take the MARGHERITE shuttle line P-CALTRAIN, which stops at the Palo Alto Station. MARGHERITE service is free.
